Objective: To help teachers to deliver unit 11 of the new QCA scheme of work for French/German/Spanish
at KS2.

Assessment: Once pupils are familiar with the animal words, ask them to identify each animal as it features
in the music. They should be able to hold up the correct French/German/Spanish words.

Hints: Google for the German, French or Spanish title of this suite and then use the automatic translation to

cards to find a pair (memory game). <br /> Activity 4: Snap. Game for two. Each pupil has two sets of cards;
they play a card face up in turn. The first to say snap when they see a pair of word/picture cards wins both
piles of cards. The winner will end up with all the cards. Word/word and picture/picture cards don't count as
pairs.
